Design Thinking:

This course will cover the fundamentals and uses of the methodology known as design
thinking. Design thinking is an action oriented, human centered way to bring the creative
process alive. The approach and its surrounding language are used by businesses and
schools alike to formalize creative thinking. During this three week intensive course deep-
dive research, divergent thinking, idea generation, user empathy and needs, prototyping,
feedback, iterations and collaboration will be explored. Students will have hands-on design
thinking experiences in pairs and teams before applying the method to a self-selected
challenge. The process will be discussed as a curriculum design tool that can be
embedded in lesson planning for kindergarteners all the way to PhD students.
